If you need any materials to assist you with any of these tasks, please come and see us at school before 
the proposed leave. 
 
The school will only B code a maximum of 10 days in any academic year., unless exceptional circum-
stances apply.

Draw a graph. It could be about how 
many different types of shells you can 
find or seaweed or leaves. 
What does it tell you about the place 
that you are staying? 
OR 
Look at the relationship between km 
and m, hours minutes and seconds. 
OR 
Practise reading the time on an ana-
logue/ digital clock. 
  
  

Find a timetable. It might be for 
planes, buses or something else. 
Set 5 questions for yourself that can 
be answered from the timetable. 
Answer the questions in full sen-
tences. 

Keep a record of YOUR holiday spending. 
Set yourself a budget, how much did you 
spend, how much is left? 
Can you show this in a spreadsheet or 
chart? 
OR 
Look at a map and find out where you 
are staying. Identify the route that you 
travelled to get there. See if you can 
work out its 6 digit grid reference. 
Draw a map of a pirate island with a 
grid. Practise indentifying where certain 
landmarks/ features and treasures are 
using grid references. 

Make a set of Top trump cards. They 
could be famous Olympians, greek 
gods, footballers or cars. Think care-
fully about the different attributes 
that they will have.

Make a comic strip about something 
that happened on your holiday. 

Visit a gallery or museum. Write a re-
view of your favourite pieces. Why do 
you like them, how were they created...? 
Maybe even give a copy to the gallery. 

Make a collage using entirely things 
that you have found in your holiday 
destination. 

Kinaesthetic

Build a sandcastle, or sculpture 
from some local materials. 

Follow a recipe and see if you can 
create a dish for your tea. 
  
Maybe you could try and make some-
thing local to the region you are stay-
ing in. 

Design a boat. What materials will you 
use? How will you make it float? How 
will it be powered? 
How many items can you make it carry? 
If you’re with someone else – have a 
boat race! 

Have a look at bridges. Maybe you 
passed them on a motorway, or 
walked across them in an airport. 
What sorts of shapes make good 
bridges? Have a go at making a bridge 
out of materials that you can find. 
What is the heaviest weight it will 
hold? 

Take a look at your holiday accommoda-
tion. What features do you like and what 
would you change? 
  
Draw a plan of the accommodation as it 
is know, then redraw the plan with your 
suggested alterations. 

Use whatever materials you can – 
sand, lego, paper, to design and 
build an airport or a holiday com-
plex. 
What features do you need to in-
clude?
